With the Refocus 2010 nearing the end of
their initial efforts, let me bring everyone
up to speed. Here is what I see as the
summary of hundreds of hours of the
team’s undertaking. Simply put, we are
going to major on major things.

First, it will be important for every
member or potential member to
understand the prominence of our
purpose. The purpose states every
member will “live Christ’s example by
loving God; reaching non-believers;
growing believers; and serving our
community.” We do not have to invent
purpose. Jesus gave it to us. However, the
purpose will become the filter for decision
making and planning. This purpose will
be foundational for Easthaven well into
the future.

Second is the vision. This is our target for
the next 5 years: Being God’s people —
Telling God’s story — Growing God’s
kingdom to 705 by 2015. It tells us
what we are aiming for and how we are
going to be successful.

Third is our basic strategy to accomplish
the vision. Sunday morning worship and
small group Bible study are going to be the
cornerstone and capstone of our vision
target. For now the largest percentage of
our effort, energy and resources will be
utilized in these areas. Worship needs to
be viewed as a lifestyle, not a specific time
on Sunday. Small groups need to be
viewed as the reaching, teaching and

serving arm of the church. In Ron’s
current article, he spells out the crucial
role Small Group Bible Study (Sunday
School) will play beginning in September.

There are many more detailed
recommendations to come in the final
report, but above are the basic building
blocks we will be using the the foreseeable
future.  These are exciting times at
Easthaven and we are ever mindful of the
scripture, “Unless the Lord builds the
house, its builders labor in vain.” Psalms
127:1a (NIV)

With our “Refocus 2010 Team” meetings
winding down, we are beginning to unveil
various changes that we feel will be
beneficial for our church as well as our
community. As already unveiled, we plan
to start our new schedule in September.

To go along with this, we are also planning
on changing the atmosphere and
expectations in our Small Groups (also
known as Sunday School classes), from
preschoolers to our senior adults. Of
course each group, whether children,
youth, or adults, will vary in execution;
however, the foundation will be the same.
Regardless of the group, there are people
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to be reached with the Gospel of Christ,
people to be taught the Word of God and
applied to their everyday lives, and
people with needs to be cared for and
ministered to. In other words, we want
to reach, teach, and minister to people in
our small groups / Sunday School classes
as well as provide this atmosphere for
those who will be joining us in the future.

In order to properly execute, we feel it
necessary to expand the time our Small
Groups / Sunday School classes will meet
so that each function (reach, teach, and
minister) will be given the appropriate
amount of time in each group / class
meeting. There will be time allotted for
fellowship, announcements /
promotions, evangelism emphasis, care
group time, and the largest block of time
for Bible study.

With the new schedule beginning in
September, we want our groups / classes
to meet for a minimum of 75 minutes.
On Sunday morning, groups / classes will
meet at a minimum from 9:45 to 11:00
(adults) and 11:00 to 12:15 (adults, youth,
and children).  We feel this is an
important and beneficial change to our
small group structure.
